All 7" grade band members will rehearse daily at
Prairie View Middle School from 7:25 A.M. -8:25 A.M.

8™ GRADE SYMPHONIC BAND MEMBERS

All 8" grade band members will rehearse daily at
Prairie View Middle School from 7:25 A.M. - 8:25 A.M.

There is a District 140 Shuttle Bus to take students between Grissom and Prairie View
Middle Schools each morning. The shuttle buses typically depart from each middle school
at approximately 7:15 A.M. After band practice concludes, there will be a second shuttle
at approximately 8:25 A.M. to bring band members back to their home school. You do not

AM.

ALL INCOMING 7™ & 8™ GRADERS WILL ATTEND CAMP EACH DAY FROM 10:00 AMTO
1:30 PM. (These members should bring a lunch each day.)

The summer rehearsals will concentrate on improving individual playing technique through
large and small group instruction. This time will also serve as preparation for 6" and 7"
grade students who are interested in auditioning for the Illinois Music Educators
Association (ILMEA) District Bands this fall.

The cost of Summer Band Camp will be $50 per student.
